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I have to say this been a great class because I was able to learn some new computer skills, also along with a lot of vocabulary words.  The exercises in the Townsend press made me use my mind to figure out the answers.  To be able to get a 100 was harder than most of us could have imagined. I notice if you did your assignments everyday you could keep up with them, but if you decided to slack off then things could be rough.  This was a good refresher course and helped work on the skills I needed to improve.  The class times seem to go by so fast and it was fun.

The Read Aloud program was a little different that any service program that I had ever been involved in.  I had helped build projects for Santa Clara University, and helped feed the homeless, plus many more.  This project was a one on one with a child who didn’t get much help at home with his studies.  I had to break the learning down to his level and be a stable influence in his life.  I made an effort to be their on time after working, even if I was tired.  Moses works with me on the weekends and I’m helping him with good values in his life.  I have shown him hard word does pay off by rewarding him for his help.  His dad is in prison and would not expect any less from me.
